Research specific questions about your serial killer:

1. What was their childhood like?

2. Were there any precursors? Did childhood behavior reflect problems?

3. What was their adult life like? Did they finish high school/college? Did they marry? Have children? Were they loners?  Did they have a job?  What job?
4. Were they ever diagnosed with a mental disorder? Did they ever receive treatment?

5. What was the nature of their crimes? What was the time span for their crimes? How many victims?  How did they choose their victim?  How did they dispose of their victims?  What did victims have in common?
6. What lead to them getting caught? What was their behavior like when they were caught?

7. Were they found capable to withstand trial?  If not, why not?
8. What evidence was used at the trial (forensic evidence, witnesses, etc)?  What happened at the trial?
9. What were they charged?  What were they convicted of?  What was their sentence?

10. Are they still alive? Did they die differently than their sentence? Were they sentenced to death and executed in prison?

Your presentations needs to contain the following:

· A minimum of 15 total slides.

· A minimum of five photos or video clips – one of which must be the person you are researching.

· Answer (in some form) the questions that you are researching.

· A list of references. 

3. Presentation

The presentation needs to be 8 to 10 minutes in length, and both of you need to share in speaking.  Presenters should not just read from their presentation.  Additional information should be given that is not directly on the slide.  After your presentation, you should be able to answer any questions from your teacher or classmates.
